The Semi-State Rooms at Windsor Castle are currently closed and are scheduled to reopen 

later in 2024. 

During the winter months an additional five rooms, known collectively as the Semi-State 

Rooms, are included in the visitor route. 

St George’s Chapel  

St George’s Chapel is closed to visitors on Sundays as services are held throughout the day. 

Visitors to the Castle on Sundays will not be able to enter the chapel or view the burial place 

of Queen Elizabeth II.
