A State Visit is a formal visit to the UK by a Head of State from overseas, with the aim of strengthening diplomatic, 
professional and personal relations between the two countries. Planning for a State Visit is a coordinated effort 
between the Foreign and Commonwealth Office of the government and the Royal Household.
